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Civil Rights Calls for 
Mature Student Action 
C i v i l Rights is undeniably the foremost socia l movement of the 
present day. Whereas in the past, Amer icans have taken strong 
measures to eradicate corrupt ion in government or to improve 
work ing conditions for the laborer , today men have united in an 
effort to stamp out d i sc r im ina t i on between races. 

H i s to ry is being made as a resul t of this national struggle, and 
violent h is tory has recent ly been made in Cleveland. 

What, then, i n t h e f a c e of this c r i s i s is our r espons ib i l i t y? 
What should the Rocky River High School student do? 

Two dif ferent attitudes are often assumed in answer to this ques­
t ion . The f i r s t belongs to the D i f f i d e n t Disregarder . T h i s 
student has no k n o w l e d g e of the s i tuat ion, no opinions and no 
desire to acquire e i ther . He va l iant ly hopes that i f he ignores 
the prob lem i t w i l l go away. 

The other attitude belongs to the B l ind Button-wearer . To this 
group, the struggle for Equality is the current fad. They par ­
t ic ipate in marches, picket l ines and other demonstrations wi th 
glee, making a socia l gathering out of a socia l c r i s i s . 

But these are not the a n s w e r s for the teen-ager with a social 
c o n s cience. Each thinking indiv idual must take a f i r m stand, 
pro or con, on this q u e s t i o n and then act on his decision. To 
this person the fo l lowing steps might be helpful : 

1. READ. Read both sides of the subject and read with an open 
mind, noting whether the author is biased h imsel f and why. 
A b o v e a l l , don't make a judgment un t i l you have a re l iab le 
store of in format ion to draw upon. 

2. DECIDE. Weigh careful ly what you have read and apply your 
decision to your f a m i l y , to your school and most of a l l , to 
yoursel f . I f your a im is a c c o m p l i s h e d in the C i v i l Rights 
struggle, how w i l l i t affect your l i fe? 

3. ACT. Y o u t h groups upholding the Negro side of the C i v i l 
Rights qu_ j e s t i on have sp rungA ip -^ lmos t overntght and are 
eager for new members . Many supporters can also be found 
wi th a dissenting opinion. 

It is be coming more and more d i f f icul t to ignore th is v i t a l move­
ment in which the action of an adolescent can be quite in f luent ia l . 
We should act with the m a t u r i t y th is c r i s i s cal ls for .

Aust ra l i a ' s n a t i o n a l day--

cal led, log ica l ly enough, Aus-
t r a 1 i a Day- - fa l l s on January 
26, in t h e middle of the sum­
mer school vacation. This day 
m a r k s the anniversary of the 
f o u n d i n g o f the Aust ra l ian 
c o l o n y i n 17 88 ̂ ry about 900 
E n g l i s h m e n who landed in 
Sydney Harbour and planted the 
B r i t i s h f l a g there . Since 
these men were m a i n l y con­
v ic ts , a n d since none of them 
could be said to be Austra l ians , 
A u s t r a l i a D a y i s usual ly 
t h o u g h t t o be ra ther un in ­
sp i r ing . Besides, i t comes in 
the middle of the vacation, and 
is there fore not m a r k e d by a 
d a y o f f f r o m school, which 
makes i t e v e n less insp i r ing . 
Consequently the r ea l A u s t r a -
l i a n p a t r i o t i c day is Anzac 
D a y - - A p r i l 25. 

The word Anzac is made up 
of t h e in i t i a l s of the " A u s t r a ­
l i an and New Z e a l a n d A r m y 
Corps" , the troops that fought 
in the F i r s t Wor ld War. Since 

Aus t ra l i a as a nation was only 
14 years old when this war be­
gan, i t was our f i r s t big under­
taking on the wor ld scene, and 
t h e people at home were very 
proud of t h e t iny A r m y , Navy 
and A i r Force which were sent 
to the aid of the A l l i e s . For 
t h e i r s i z e , the Aus t ra l i an 
forces did v e r y we l l , and the 
f i r s t big c a m p a i g n in which 
t h e y w e r e involved was the 
battle at Ga l l ipo l i , an attempt 
to force a way through Turkey 
and br ing aid to Russia. Thou­
sands of B r i t i s h , New Zealand 
and Aus t ra l i an t r o o p s scaled 
t h e c 1 if fs along the Ga l l i po l i 
s h o r e , and dug in at the top, 
opposite the Tu rk i sh trenches. 

Anzac Day is now a day very 
s i m i l a r to 4th of July in A m e r ­
i c a - - a day of remember ing the 
f i g h t i n g i t has taken at home 
and abroad, to keep Aus t ra l i a 
free. I n e v e r y capita l c i ty , 
there is an Anzac Day M a r c h - -
every veteran of the two Wor ld 

wars, t h e K o r e a n war, and 
even the A f r i c a n Boer war, 
m a r c h e s in his un i f o rm ( i f i t 
s t i l l f i t s ) . C h i l d r e n whose 
fathers were k i l l ed in the war, 
w e a r t h e i r fathers medals, 
an^ m a r c h too,. Every year 
t h e r e are veterans f r o m o th­
er countr ies, notably England 
and Amer i ca , who march under 
t h e i r o w n f l a g . A f ter the 
m a r c h e s , there are special 
commemorat ive programs on 
T. V. a l l day, a n d a l l the old 
W. W. I f i lms are shown again 
year after year, with the Aus­
t r a l i a n s march ing over the 
sand dunes in the nick of t ime , 
singing Waltz ing Mat i lda at the 
tops of the i r voices. 

It is hard to explain why A n ­
zac Day means a l l that i t does 
to an Auss ie - -but i f you th ink 
of July 4 and George Washing­
ton's birthday and Pear l Ha r ­
bour a l l r o l l e d into one, and 
ta lk ing with an Aust ra l i an ac­
cent, you have a pre t ty good i -
dea of A p r i l 25 "down under "
