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Open Lunch Endangered; 
Co-operation Is Needed 
Unlike many s c h o o l s . Rocky River High School has never a-
dopted a "closed l u n c h " pol icy which forces a l l students to r e ­
main at schoolo 

Last f a l l , p r ivate cit izens complained about the d r i v i n g of s t u ­
dents who ate out f or lunch . Students were not i f ied of the c r i t i ­
c i sms , and since then, only one new complaint has been made. 
Co-operation of RRHS d r i v e r s is commendable, 

A new s i tuat ion has developed concering other students who do 
not eat lunch at school. S t u d e n t s w a l k i n g to and c a r r y i n g 
l u n c h e s to neighboring areas have l i t t e r e d sidewalks wi th u n -
s l i g h t l y refuse and have congregated both on pr ivate proper ty 
and around business establ ishments . 

Such " l o n e r s , " d i s r e s p e c t f u l of o t h e r s ' p r o p e r t y , are b lemishing 
the high school . For what? A bottle of pop? Good reputat ion 
is d i f f i cu l t to a t t a i n and even more d i f f i cu l t to keep: the bad 
manner isms of few can destroy the good actions of many. 

The high school o f fers excellent f a c i l i t i e s for i t s lunch s t u ­
dents: a pleasant cafeter ia and the west-end gymnaisum. But 
even i f a student feels he must eat lunch out, he should at least 
act wi th some sense of m a t u r i t y . 

Eating out at lunch is a r i g h t which responsible people deserve, 
not w h i c h a l l students should automatica l ly rece ive . Students 
who misuse this r i g h t , who demonstrate i r r e s p o n s i b i l i t y , do not 
deserve th i s r i g h t . 

Although d r i v i n g has been contro l led , l i t t e r i n g and l o i t e r i n g have 
n o t . , , and may br ing about the day when RRHS also has the closed 
lunch, " when students are no longer p e r m i t t e d to leave i f they so 
wish . 

A r e YOU going to let th i s happen? 

The d r i v i n g prob lem was corrected through co -operat ion. So 
can t h i s .
